Pleasing head and eye. Clean front with excellent depth of chest for his age. Nicely sprung



ribs along with good width of hindquarters. Presented in lovely coat and condition and
moved well once he got into his stride. Very well handled by his young handler, BP.
Junior Dog (1,0)

1 Peacock’s Spiralwood Shinning Light. Balanced dog who presented a very typical
outlook and is built on clean lines. Liked his bone and substance but is not overdone in
anyway. Good head piece. Stands on good legs and feet. Firm topline that he holds on the
move and strong quarters with a good bend of stifle. Sound mover covering the ground on
a good stride.

Post Graduate Dog (2,2 )
Limit Dog (4,0)

1 Barney's Romaunt Lust For Life. Won the class on his strong and powerful appearance as
the standard asks for combined with the required athletic outlook. Balanced head with a
good eye and expression. Excellent front assembly with a strong neck set in well placed
shoulders. Correct topline, well sprung ribs and the best of hindquarters. Can give his
handler a hard fime but once he setftles was the soundest mover in the class with excellent
reach and drive.

2 Tattersall's Alanea Mirror Image. Slightly smaller framed dog but still presents a masculine
outlook. Very well balanced throughout and built on clean lines. Pleasing head piece with
a very typical appearance. Clean over the neck and shoulders, firm topline and a good
tailset and carriage. Well angulated quarters along with well let down hocks. Presented on
the day in the best of coats. Moved well but not the positive stride of the winner.

3 MacPherson’s Roanjora Jacquart with Rokeover.

Open Dog (7.4)

1 Gardner’s Sh.Ch.Alanea Game Reserve with Danwish. Did him well as a youngster and like
a good wine has just got better with age. Presents such a clean and balanced outline.
Excellent substance with the required quality oval bone. Good head, clean cut, dark eye
and a pleasing expression. Best of fronts, sfrong neck, excellent layback of shoulder with
good return of upper arm. Good depth of chest with plenty of heartroom, pleasing topline
and wellrounded hindquarters. Such a sound and positive mover covering the ground on a
free and easy stride, CC & BOB. Pleased to hear he was short listed in the Group.

2 Tait's Sh.Ch.Talintyre Winter Storm. Very typey dog who is so well made throughout. Built
on clean and flowing lines with good bone and substance along with that stylish and
effortless movement which is such a trait of the breed. Best of heads, balanced, good
depth of muzzle and such a typical expression. Very clean over the neck and shoulders.
Well sprung ribs, firm topline that he holds on the move and good width of quarters with a
pleasing bend of stifle, Res.CC.

3 Titterton's Spyefire Reyl Bobby Dazzler.

Veteran Dog/Bitch (4,2)

1 Tait's Sh.Ch.Lovenjoel Sleeping Beauty. Lovely bitch who so belies her age keeping a
great shape and clean outline both stacked and on the move. Has good strength
throughout along with quality bone but keeps a very feminine outlook. Typical in head,
fairly square in muzzle as the standard asks for and the best of expressions. Stands on the
good legs and feet, excellent depth of chest, well sprung ribs along with a firm topline that
she keeps on the move. Nicely rounded hindguarters and presented in superb coat and
condition on the day, CC.

2 Bayne's Corranroo Casper. Typey dog of good size with lovely bone and substance
throughout but shows no sign of coarseness and is built on flowing lines. Very clean over the
neck and shoulders, firm body giving that impression of strength and stamina, strong loin
and a good tailset and carriage. Well made quarters with a good bend of stifle. Moved well
on a pleasing stride. Prefered the head piece of the winner.

Post Graduate Bitch (6,1)

Noft the easiest class to judge, all had positive breed points but on the day it came down to
performance, confirmation and personal preferences.

1 Hutchinson's Laoirebay Drifting Breeze. Liked her shape, clean outline and overall
confirmation. Typical in head, well balanced and a good eye and expression. Scored in
front with a good reach of neck, well laid back shoulders and good return of upper arm.
Pleasing topline and tailset along with well made hindquarters. Another who was presented
on the day in good coat. Sound mover fore and aft.

2 Tattersall's Alanea Savannah. Pleasing sort from this kennel who have them always put
down in the best of coats and condition. Good head and expression. Stands on good legs



and feet, excellent depth of chest with plenty of heartroom and another with a firm topline
that she holds on the move. Moved on a pleasing stride. Not the layback of shoulder of the
winner.

3 Barney's Romaunt Ain't Misbehaven.

Limit Bitch (1,0)

1 Barnes Ambancy This Is Me. Liked her a lot, so typical throughout and was a very worthy
winner although standing alone. Good size, pleasing strength and built on clean lines.
Balanced head with a very typical outlook, clean cut and a good eye. Well made front
assembly, quality bone and best of feet. Excellent body, firm with good strength of loin and
strong quarters that she uses to advantage on the move. Very sound on the move.

Open Bitch (6,4)

1 Gardner’s Sh.Ch.Charnborough Charisma of Danwish JW. Top class bitch who pushed
hard for the top honour on the day. Very well made throughout. Has that required strong
and powerful appearance but still keeps a very feminine outlook. Best of heads with a good
dark eye and soft expression. Well made front, straight, with a strong neck set in well placed
shoulders. Excellent spring of rib, strong firm fopline with a good tailset and carriage and
the best of hindquarters. Soundest of movers on a free and easy stride, Res CC.

2 Brooke’s Esp.Ch.Drumlace Shadow in Earnest at Grousenden. Likeable sort built on clean
and flowing lines and presents a very balanced outlook. Pleasing head piece with a good
expression. Very clean over the neck and shoulders, good legs and feet, pleasing depth of
chest and nicely angulated quarters. A very sound and positive mover covering the ground
well. Not the substance of the winner.
